	 Yesler Terrace is a 30-acre publicly subsidized housing community owned and 
operated by the Seattle Housing Authority. Just east of downtown Seattle, Yesler Terrace sits on 
the southern slope of First Hill, neighboring Harborview Medical Center, the International District 
and Seattle University. Built from 1941 to 1943, it is among the most diverse and economically 
challenged neighborhoods in the city. The Housing Authority plans to replace the aging Yesler 
Terrace apartments with a more community-oriented urban neighborhood with open space, 
new housing, office and retail. Using an existing master plan as a guideline, this proposal focuses 
on creating a mixed income development on a 1.5 acre parcel at Yesler Terrace. 

	 A two story parking garage covers most of the site, using a grade change of 
twenty feet from the northwest to southeast corners to minimize above ground prominence. 
Two distinct projects are built on top of the parking structure in an effort to provide a dignified 
environment for all residents. 

	 Edwin T. Pratt Housing is a 100 unit development of affordable housing for 
residents that make 50% or less of the AMI (area median income). Townhomes wrap around the 
parking structure at grade while four wood frame buildings are placed above the parking. 

	 On the north of the site is a 24-story tower consisting of a combination of market 
rate and affordable housing. The first two levels above parking are amenities for all residents. 
The next five stories consist of affordable units for people who earn at least 80% AMI. The top 
15 stories will be marketed as Le Vertige, a market rate housing development with views of the 
Puget Sound and Mt. Rainer.

 
	 Edwin T. Pratt was the Executive Director of the Seattle Urban 
League, a member of the Central Area Civil Rights Organization, and a leader 
in the struggle for integrated housing and education in Seattle.  He lived in 
Seattle a little more than 12 years, yet his leadership in human and civil rights 
left an imprint on the fabric of life in the city.  

	 Housing discrimination and de facto segregated schools were 
in place when he arrived in Seattle in 1956.  In 1961 Pratt became Executive 
Director of the Seattle Urban League.  He promoted Operation Equality, 
the League’s fair housing listing service and sponsor of a federal program 
encouraging ownership by low income families. On the night of January 
26, 1969, Edwin T. Pratt was assassinated in the doorway of his home by an 
unknown assailant.
